For a couple of years now the Congregational Board has been considering the
purchase of projection equipment for the church. This equipment is used by

an increasing number of churches up and down the country as well as now

being commonplace in schools, colleges and universities. We hope that by the
time you read this magazine this projection equipment will be in the process of
being i nstalled in our church. To
tried below to answer some of your questions.

What are the benefits of having this in our church?

The projection system will mean that our hymns and songs words can be up on

a screen for all to see, as well as
able to use eg video clips during the service. The system will also have 2 small

and very basic video cameras which should mean that in larger services where
the minister can’t be seen, he can
could be used to record special services such as weddings.

What will it look like?

There will be one large screen at the top of the pulpit steps. This screen can be
dismantled. There will be 2 smaller Icd screens at an angle beneath the hymn
boards. These can be folded back. There will be a small projector fitted
directly under the balcony.

Will everyone be able to see it?

We are aware that some people enjoy very much sitting in the same pew each
week and we’'ve wor ke dmosteveryonelwidl bedblet o
to see a screen. However, due to the shape of our church there may be small
pockets where the view is not optimal. We hope people will be understanding

of this and consider whether another pew might provide a better view for

them.

How mud does it cost and who will pajor it?

The cost of the system is around £9000. We have received a number of large
donations over the last few years and we will be using some of the money
from these donations to fund the system.

Who is putting the system in?

After consulting a number of contractors in great detail, we realised that Mark
Bauer from Greenlaw who worships with us regularly was willing and able to
put a very good system in place for us at a good price. Mark has done this in
other churches and we are very impressed with his credentials.
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How does it wak?

At the back of the church there will be a desk with a laptop computer and
some other equipment on it. A small team of people will learn how to operate
this in order to control what appears on the screens. The minister will also
have a laptop computer so he can view what is appearing on the screens
behind him or control the screen if he wishes.

This is a big change in our church anc
us to feel comfortable with. We pray that people will quickly see the positive

effects of this system and will enjoy the new dimension it will bring to our
